The people of Bridgwater would build
a bonfire and parade effigies around the town of anyone who had upset
the town folk, and as a reminder of what would happen to people who
committed treason against the King. With Bridgwater being a busy
port, coloured cloth would be brought in on the ships, and some of this
cloth would find its way into the homemade costumes made for the
effigies, and people. Because the roads in those days were extremely
muddy and people didn’t want to ruin their costumes, they called upon
the local farmers with carts to transport them though the town on the
carts, and from there the Carnival Float was born.
